During the National Board 
meeting, I played an old video of 
our founder, George Parker, 
explaining in his own words, 
what the Pachyderm Clubs were 
all about. While I was in Texas, I 
had the opportunity to attend 
two local Pachyderm club (i.e., 
Cibolo and Alamo) meetings and 
I reminded them of our mighty 
purpose and how they can make 
a difference in their communi-

ties. Pachyderm clubs are not a 
special interest group, we are 
not a political action com-
mittee, we are not just a place 
for only one type (i.e., Con-
servative, Liberal, Moderate, 

RINO) of Republi-
cans to meet, and 
we are not con-
trolled by the Re-
publican party.   

The Pachyderm 
Club is unique with-
in the political 
realm.  Our mission 
is to "Promote ac-

entrenched with the unions 
and well-funded. Also, the 12th 

Congressional District Seat 
hadn’t had a Republican in 
nearly twenty years. Though 
there had been contenders in 
previous elections, none had 
offered three qualified candi-
dates.  

The Metro East Pachyderm 
Club realized this election cycle 
was going to be ugly. To offset 
the usual mud-slinging within 
the Republican Party and to 
bring the issues out in front, 
the Club hosted a debate/
forum for the candidates run-
ning for the 12th Congressional 
district. It was an event that 
was well received by the St. 
Clair County GOP, the public 
and the members of our club, 
especially since two of our 
members were running for 
that seat. 

The event was scheduled ten 
days prior to the election.   
Asking for questions on our 
website, the club had garnered 
over eighty questions from 
Club members and the general 
public a month prior to the 
debate. Over a hundred people 
attended the event and the 
people who couldn’t attend 
could view a recording of the 
event on YouTube. Questions 
were pulled randomly by two 
guest moderators and a past 
president of the Club. Ques-
tions were divided into three 
topics: US Budget, other feder-
al issues, and Illinois concerns. 
All three candidates were 
asked to respond to the same 
question and their answers 
required more than a “yes” or 
“no”. After two hours and two 
dozen questions later, the 
audience had a better under-
standing of each candidate – 
how they saw the problems in 
our nation’s capital and what 

kinds of solutions they would 
propose through the legisla-
tive process. 

The Club hopes this kind of 
event can be offered again in 
the fall where Republicans will 
face off against their Democrat 
opponents and the issues will 
be the main focus instead of 
the pettiness that politics 
tends to bring out in all of us. 

It is worth noting that many of 
the people who joined the 
Metro East Pachyderm Club 
were trying to understand the 
problems in the community, 
state and nation. Learning how 
government works, they real-
ized that it takes active citizens 
to keep our freedoms. Many 
of our members began to get 
involved. Some ran for public 
office, some attend city council 
meetings regularly and still 
others participate in the elec-
tions as judges and poll watch-
ers. Learning the truth and 
understanding how our gov-
ernment should be run em-
powers the conservative. The 
Pachyderm Club in this area is 
changing people’s attitude 
about politics and proving that 
the government we want can 
be achieved as long as we are 
active citizens.

Those interested 

should forward their bi-

os/resumes to   

hlintner@pachyderms.org 

 

 

POST FALLS, ID — Idaho Gov. 
Butch Otter was music to local 
Republicans’ ears at the Pan-
handle Pachyderm Club’s 
"Unifying for November - our 

Diversity is our Strength"  

event. 

Not only did Otter help rally 
about 250 people attending 
the event but he also played 
the guitar and sang Glen 
Campbell’s “Gentle on My 
Mind” before saying a word at 
the podium. 

Otter shared the music time 
with teenager Colby Acuff, but 
his message to attendees was-
n’t so gentle. 

“The country can’t continue on 
its trail of budget misery, so 
that’s why change in leader-
ship is critical in November,” 
Otter said. 

“I believe we are the last great 
hope (to turn the nation 
around),” he said. 

“No matter how many times 
our president apologizes for 
this great nation, we’re still the 
greatest nation in the world. 
We can remove all doubt 
about that this coming Novem-
ber.” 

But Otter, who endorsed Mitt 
Romney for president, said he 
doesn’t believe the country 
will be saved in Washington, 
D.C., because it’s not in law-
makers’ collective best interest 
to do so. 

He believes it will happen with 
the states. 

“The only way we’re going to 
save this great republic is the 
same way it was created,” 
Otter said. “It was the states 
that created the federal gov-
ernment, not vice-versa. If we 
run our states on balanced 
budgets based on the Constitu-

tion, then we’ll 
win back the re-
public. 

“And Idaho is one 
of the best places 
to start.” 

Idaho has done its 
part with bal-
anced budgets 
and to hold back 
on spending in 
recent years, Otter 
said. 

The state’s budget 
when he started 
as governor six 
years ago was $3.2 
billion and $180 
million of that was 
put into savings. 
The budget shrunk 
to nearly $2.3 
billion last year. 

“We’ve been wise 
to manage the 
state according to 
the Constitution,” 
Otter said. 

Otter last 
month signed 
off on a $35 
million tax cut 
for the Idaho’s 
corporations 
and high-
income earners, 
making for 
what he be-
lieves is a more 
business-
friendly environ-
ment to emerge 
from the reces-
sion. 

Ron Nilson, owner of Ground 
Force Manufacturing who 
served as the dinner’s master 
of ceremonies, said now is the 
time for Republicans to put 
down their differences and 
unify for November.

To correct and simplify the drafting of section 1752 (relating to restricted buildings  
or grounds) of title 18, United States Code.

This Act may be cited as the ‘‘Federal Restricted Buildings and Grounds Improvement Act of 

2011’’. 
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Section 1752 of title 18, United States Code, is amended to read as follows:

‘‘(a) Whoever— 
‘‘(1) knowingly enters or remains in any restricted building or grounds without lawful au-

thority to do so; 
‘‘(2) knowingly, and with intent to impede or disrupt the orderly conduct of Government 

business or official functions, engages in disorderly or disruptive conduct in, or within such 
proximity to, any restricted building or grounds when, or so that, such conduct, in fact, impedes 
or disrupts the orderly conduct of Government business or official functions; 

‘‘(3) knowingly, and with the intent to impede or disrupt the orderly conduct of Govern-
ment business or official functions, obstructs or impedes ingress or egress to or from any re-
stricted building or grounds; or 

‘‘(4) knowingly engages in any act of physical violence against any person or property in 
any restricted building or grounds; or attempts or conspires to do so, shall be punished as pro-
vided in subsection (b). 
‘‘(b) The punishment for a violation of subsection (a) is— 

‘‘(1) a fine under this title or imprisonment for not more than 10 years, or both, if— 
‘‘(A) the person, during and in relation to the offense, uses or carries a deadly or dan-

gerous weapon or firearm; or 
‘‘(B) the offense results in significant bodily injury as defined by section 2118(e)(3); and 

‘‘(2) a fine under this title or imprisonment for not more than one year, or both, in any 
other case. 

‘‘(c) In this section— 
‘‘(1) the term ‘restricted buildings or grounds’ means any posted, cordoned off, or other-

wise restricted area— 
‘‘(A) of the White House or its grounds, or the Vice President’s official residence or its 

grounds; 
‘‘(B) of a building or grounds where the President or other person protected by the 

Secret Service is or will be temporarily visiting; or 
‘‘(C) of a building or grounds so restricted in conjunction with an event designated as 

a special event of national significance; and 
‘‘(2) the term ‘other person protected by the Secret Service’ means any person whom the 

United States Secret Service is authorized to protect under section 3056 of this title or by Presiden-
tial memorandum, when such person has not declined such protection.’’.
